After waiting for nine long months in the summer of 1928, on July 11, the
luxurious Juanita Brunson was born to Mr. Henry Brunson and Mrs. Lena
Brunson after a long anticipation of what the baby 
would be, boy or girl, they were very excited upon the arrival of their
gorgeous, bouncing baby girl. Juanita 
Brunson was so full of life, and a very bright baby girl. 
Juanita was born in Sardis, Mississippi, but at an early age, she relocated to
Milwaukee, WI in the year 
1945. Juanita joined Greater Galilee Church, here she developed her own
personal relationship with the Lord. 
Juanita later moved her membership to Saint Mary's Missionary Baptist
Church, where she served under the leaderships of Reverend J.A. Lathan,
Reverend Presley, Reverend Mann, and Reverend Christopher Boston (
church later known as "Lamb of God Missionary Baptist Church"). 
Juanita was an active board member for sixty-year. She served on the
Missionary Board, Mothers Board, Ushers Board and Hospitality Board. 
Juanita was a loyal and faithful servant until her health would no longer
permit. Juanita received her education at an all girls school in Milwaukee, WI. 
On June 30, 1956, a holy matrimony took place between Jerry H. Cole, Sr.,
and Juanita Brunson. Together they raised ten children.
